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CONCEPT PAPER

Your initial draft of the one-page concept paper must answer the three following sets of questions:

1. What have you identified as work that needs to be done; what problem needs to be clarified or solved?  In other words, what is your claim?  Be specific.
2. How does your proposed work fit into the wider field?  In other words, you must place it in context.  Does your work expand, generalize, apply, test, or improve previously existing work?  Do you integrate previously disparate material?  What key terms need to be defined?  How will you find the answers to these questions?
      The answers to these questions will form the basis for your literature review.  In 
this preliminary paper you must cite at least two main sources, which may be 
textbooks or review articles that you can use as springboards for further reading.
3.   Why is this proposed work important?  In other words, why should we find it 
important enough to read?  What will it add to our knowledge of the field?
