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The clinician dealing with epilepsy encounters several situations in daily practice that invoke a computational viewpoint. These range from simple (though possibly technically challenging) issues, to questions that probe deeper underlying issues in neuroscience. A selection of typical examples is presented in outline format, emphasizing the types of physiological data gathered to test hypotheses. It is suggested that the requisite tools are few, and readily available in collaborative ventures, for such an approach to yield results of real interest.
